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Course overview:  
The course provides an introduction to journalism and its role in society. Topics of exploration include: journalism and democratic society, globalization and world trends, and professional practices. Students are introduced to key concepts and issues in the field.

Learning objectives:  
· Become acquainted students with Western-style journalism philosophies and techniques.

· Develop some basic journalistic skills, such as lead writing and source attribution.

· Be able to compare and contrast Western journalism with other systems around the world. 
· Understand trends in international journalism, including globalization of news media, the rise of international media moguls, the decline of print media in the developed world, the surge in print media in the former Soviet Union and other areas of the developing world, the increase in privatization of broadcast media, the rise of Internet journalism, technology’s role in allowing journalists to report instantly from anywhere in the world, technology’s role in allowing print media to be distributed across the globe the same day, technology’s role in enabling “citizen journalists” to put written reports on the Internet in addition to video on television and the Internet, the appearance of all-news networks outside the West, such as Al-Jazeera, Press TV the increase in government oppression of journalists, the growing danger of terrorists targeting journalists and soldiers reporting from the battlefront. The course will also review the role of NGOs, think tanks, charity organizations, media watchdogs in the international journalism. 

· Become more aware of journalists work around the world, making note of major media news, such as the launch of a new medium, and monitoring the press freedom situation in different countries. Students are expected to regularly look at important websites related to human rights and press freedom. 
· Become more aware of international news, reading and watching international news on a regular basis. 
Relationship of course & program:  
This course has no prerequisites. It is a prerequisite for JMC2607 Ethics in Journalism, JMC3606 Press Law in Kazakhstan, JMC3611 Internship 1, and JMC4606 KIMEP Times. 

Learning resources:  
Some textbooks are available at the Library or through the Library’s rental project. Students may choose to share a textbook, and some of the readings are available on the L Drive. The professor also has a limited number of textbooks he will loan to group leaders.

Teaching methodology:  
Dr. Ken Harvey sees himself as a “facilitator” of learning rather than as an instructor. He believes the more students are involved in the learning process, the more information and skills they will retain long-term. When students memorize information to regurgitate back on a test, they are using their short-term memories. Most of that information is typically forgotten within days of the exam. When students have to make a report or presentation, on the other hand, they are forced to think about the information and integrate it into their own conceptual framework – thus retaining relevant information longer. Dr. Harvey has found support for his philosophy through his own experimental research (“Getting them to write more without adding to your grading load,” Journalism Educator, Summer 1982, pp. 54-56; and “Journalism as a Learning Method,” unpublished). 

Dr. Harvey also believes in rewarding hard work. That, he believes, reflects the real world. The highest academic achievers are not always the highest achievers in their careers. Hard work in the real world is more important than memorization skills, for example. He provides many assignments, and students do not have to complete them all. But if they make the extra effort, every student is capable of achieving an A+, but they will earn every point. It will not be easy, however. On the other hand, any student can easily achieve a “C” by attending class regularly, participating in group projects, and completing the final test -- even if he or she skips most written assignments. So, you will choose what you want to achieve through this class, relating to grade, knowledge and skills.

Assessment scheme:  
In accordance with the professor’s educational philosophy, this course involves NO intensive memorization. The “Final Exam” is a take-home, open-book test due on the last day of class. The professor will hand out portions of the test throughout the semester so students can use them as learning tools. Most points, however, will come from hands-on assignments: oral reports, multimedia presentations and written exercises. As already suggested, students are NOT expected to complete every assignment, but if they do, they should achieve a very high grade. There are lots of extra-credit points for extra effort. Note that the assignments described below add up to much more than 100%. The additional percentage points represent the “extra credit” available. 

Group Oral/Multimedia Reports – 24%: Students will be divided into four groups, each of which will make an oral/multimedia report 6 times during the semester, based on different chapters of the Global Journalism text and additional outside research. Each presentation will average 20 minutes long, so each team member only has to prepare 4-5 minutes of the presentation. Each team will provide the professor with a printed and digital copy of the Powerpoint.

· Individual Written Projects – 39%: Students will have the option of writing any of 13 possible out-of-class assignments in news style format. The first two are from the Crash Course. Thereafter, students will take notes from presentations by the professor and by students and write the “news story” as if those presentations were made at a special KIMEP conference on that week’s topic. Be sure to get names and other ID information correct (e.g., “Ken Harvey, a KIMEP journalism professor,” or “Svetlana Aitpayeva, a KIMEP journalism student”). Probably most students will not do all of these assignments unless they are really hungry for an A+. 

· In-Class Problem-Solving Assignments – 12%: Mass communication employers complain that too many university graduates haven’t learned how to analyze and to solve problems. So, every 1-2 weeks students will be given a difficult problem to solve in class. Frankly, they probably won’t get very many correct – so this is definitely extra credit.

· “Final Test” – 40%: Students will receive portions of the open-note, open-book “Final Test” throughout the semester in “fill-in-the-blank” format. Near the end of the semester, students will be provided a multiple-choice version of the “test” and a “bubble sheet” onto which they can transfer their responses. 
· On-Time Attendance & Positive Participation – 10%: Attendance and participation is important for students’ learning process. So, on-time attendance and active, positive participation will be rewarded.

There should be no iPods, cell phones or other electronic devices in use in class at any time.

Ultimately, to cheat in any way to improve one’s grade is to first and foremost harmful to the student. The instructor’s role is to coach and assist students to succeed in life. A “B” earned with hard work and with personalized feedback from the instructor is worth a lot more to a student in the long run than an “A” earned with someone else’s efforts and, therefore, without feedback and coaching that helps a student enhance his or her own skills.
